Post Election Situation Update from South Kivu  1/11/2012
The population of Shabunda territory began the New Year in mourning. Rwandan rebels of the FDLR have attacked several villages in Shabunda since January 4th and have proceeded to massacre the local population. In a location called Luyuyu, the FDLR killed 32 villagers, eviscerated three pregnant women and hung the fetuses from tree branches. They took away three women as sexual slaves and nothing more has been heard from them. The same day another group of FDLR appeared at Mulungu/ Shabi, where they massacred 12 people and burnt the village. Eight others were killed at Ngolombe and the village was burnt. 
On the 8th of January another village named Mogabilu was attacked and eight people were killed. On the same day the village of Kamintoto was burnt and eleven people killed. Nineteen refugees from this massacre arrived in Bukavu on the 9th of January, exhausted afraid and in a state of profound psychological tramatization. Other women were raped and let go in the forest of Shabunda, without means of survival and risking death from further capture and rape. Many other are still held hostage and their assailants demand a ransom of 400grams of gold for each victim.
To better understand the situation: the FDLR had threatened reprisals on the population of Shabunda , if they did not vote for Vital Kamerhe for president, in the recent elections held in November. After the election, the FDLR surmised that Shabunda did not vote for Kamerhe, but rather for Kabila and Tshisekedi. During their attacks the FDLR said they were punishing the population for not having followed their orders concerning the election.
